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SPECIFICATIONS

Pole: Fluted poles are formed from tubes conforming to the ASTM A595 process with a conskant linear
tapar of 0.14”/f. The wall thickness is available in 11 ga. {0.1196") or 7 ga. {0.1793"). The tube’s
seam weld is formed by the Electric Resistance Weld {ERW), and is smooth with no visual cppearance.

Fluting Process: The poles are cold rolled over a precision

Flute hardened steel mandrel to form the fluted shape indicated.
ng;;n The futed shaft has uniform Doric flutes. The flutes are

formed with rollers in full contact with the material from the top
of the crest, through the valley of the flute, to the top of the
next crest. The termination of the flutes is no greater than
1-1/2" radii transition into e round section of %e pole.

Semi-flush Handhele: The reinforcing handhole rim consists
of a nominal 2-1/2" x 5" oval shoped pipe material. The
handhole is provided with o steel attachment bor, steel cover
and one round head machine screw. The handhole is welded
with the rim extending 1/4" out of the pole shaft ond shaped

fo motch the diameter of the pole.

Flute Layout Options
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Pole Top Tenon: Pole fop tenons are fobricoted from structural quality hot rolled carbon steel
with yield strength of 30,000 psi. A pole top plote of hot rolled commercial quelity carbon steel
is welded to the top of the pole shaft

Anchor Bolts and Base Plate: Anchor bolts are fabricated from carbon steel bar conforming
to the requirements of ASTM F1554 Grade 55. The upper 12 of the bols are hot dip golvanized
per ASTM A153. Each anchor bolt is supplied with two hex nuts and two flat wcs?-uers. Base
plates conform to ASTM A36 and are integrally welded fo the tubes with a socket welded joint.

Pole Top Cap: A removable cop is provided in conjunction with drilled shafts for direct

luminaire arm attachment.

Decorative Nut Covers: The optional decorative nut covers are manufactured of a sandeast
aluminum alloy 356.2 and are attached to the pole using shainless steel, self tapping hex head screws.

Electrical Ground: A nut holder is provided near the handhole end includes a 1/2” - T3UNC
hex head bolt and nut.

Finish: The finish for the pole is polyester powder applied coating in accordance with NAFCO
Specifications.
